The student can understand the gist of conversations, radio and TV shows about familiar everyday and working life situ-
ations, when standard language is spoken. Without preparing he/she can express elementary coherent sentences about
his/her feelings, describe and explain his/her opinion and tell and reproduce stories. The student is able to set down easy
logical texts and personal letters about private interests, experiences and impressions.

The student can understand longer oral and written input and complex arguments, newscasts, reports and films provided
that the topic is somewhat familiar and standard language is used. In common situations he/she can participate sponta-
neously and fluently in a discussion with native speakers, give detailed depictions and explain his/her personal position.
The student can compose elaborate texts in which he/she clearly reproduces and depicts information.

The student can understand longer complex oral and written contributions, whether or not from his/her area of expertise,
as for example professnonal artlcles, technlcal instructions and literary texts. In addition, he/she can express him-/herself
spontaneously and fluently and link hls/her remarks with those of the dialogue partner. The student’s written contribu-
tions are clearly structured, precise and the style adapted to the respective reader.

The student has no difficulties undénfsft’aﬁﬂ?ing,;however requires time to get accustomed to accents. He/she communi-
cates fluently, adapting his/her style to the situation, and skilfully using figures of speech and colloquialisms.
